About the Study:
Despite high economic growth, countries like India and China are saddled with huge developmental deficit with a significantly large number of population having very low income and lack of access to basic necessities of life and livelihood making them excessively vulnerable to the impacts of climate change. Consequently, the resource requirement and policy direction for adaptation (adapting to the effects of climate change) in these countries are expected to be given utmost priority in the policy discourses on climate change evolving in these countries. Given that climate change has the potential to erode the gains in development in these countries, additional resources would be needed for adaptation measures for these economies. Against the backdrop of the global processes that are poised to determine the human response to climate change and its imminent impacts, the present study has reviewed the framework on adaptation in India and provides an estimation of the public resources devoted to this sector.
